5. Membership Disputes/Issues

Lithuania

The membership of LEETU Lithuania was suspended due to an internal dispute where the legitimacy of the officers of the union was challenged by a group within the union. The EI Executive Board could not establish which group represented the union and, after an investigation, decided to suspend the membership of the union until the matter was resolved. One of the groups subsequently formed a new union which has applied for membership of EI. This application will be considered by the Executive Board at its meeting in December. If the application is accepted it is also likely that the suspension will be lifted on the membership of LEETU.
Cyprus

Under the terms of the EI Constitution, OELMEK has appealed the acceptance into membership of DAÜ-SEN.

Kosovo
SBASHK requested that Kosovo be granted a country seat on the Pan-European Committee after Kosovo declared itself a Republic. The Executive Board advised the union that, under the terms of the EI Constitution, recognition can only be accorded to a country when it is recognized as such by the United Nations.
