Child labour in Albania
More than 40,000 child labourers

Main sectors
· Street working: around 8 000,
· Collecting garbage:  4 000 -5 000
· Clothes and shoes industry: 3 000-4 000
· Farming: between 15 000 and 16 000

Reasons: 
Economic conditions, family situations, educational system, parents' mentality

70 % of working children from those who have dropped out from the school, compared to 30% of children who work and allegedly continue to attend the school.

Drop-out in 2008-2009: Around 6 500 pupils, out of which 45% of all of them are in the main cities.

Methods used

· Being focused in 6 districts: Tirana, Fieri, Elbasan Shkodra, Korca, Durresi
· Prevention activities: avoiding school drop-out, direct impact to the elimination of child labour:
· Construction of capacity: Training, seminars, workshops, with various unions, individual work with students, pupils work in communities. In schools, creation of districts in the municipality at risk.

Some results

· More than 1 600 teachers, out of whom 570 in 20 pilot schools, engaged concretely
· More than 2 800 pupils, out of whom 1 250 in 20  pilot schools, subject of concrete individual work in schools, in community and in the families
· Some 650 pupils turned back in schools and other 1 800 out of the risk to drop out
· Durresi pilot schools, 145 teachers dealing with more than 360 pupils out of whom 190 turned back and integrated
· Korca pilot schools, 215 teachers dealing with more than 315 pupils, out of whom 120 turned back and integrated
· Fieri pilot schools, 180 teachers dealing with 220 pupils, out of whom 132 turned back and integrated
· Tirana pilot schools, 135 teachers dealing with 359 pupils, out of whom 134 turned back and integrated

There was decrease of number of pupils dropped out from the school and number of working children

Lobbying

· Government - MES other education institutions.

· Working groups, monitoring system, workshops, (more than 130 local leaders trained),

· Collaboration with Ministry of Education, local government, other NGO-s

· Communication with members,

· Motivation of teachers, involving pupils and parents
