The booths will be officially open on Thursday 21 July at 2.00 p.m. and will close on Monday 25 July at 5.00 p.m. 
Booths

To be able to meet the requests of exhibitors, the booths available will be standard 3x2m shell, which includes one wall of 3m and two walls of 2m, Fascia name, 2 spot lights, 1 plug point and a ¼ distribution board. The cost of the shell scheme for the congress duration is R1 230 + 14% VAT. 
An organisation can rent multiples of the shell if more space is required. The internal fittings of the stand will be adapted according to the needs of each exhibitor.

Exhibitors should finalise their stands and be ready to open by 2.00 p.m. on Thursday 21 July.  You will have time to pack up the contents of your booth during the morning of Tuesday 26 July.  The booths will be dismantled during the afternoon of Tuesday 26 July.

Exhibitors are responsible for the upkeep and the content of their booths during the EI Congress. It is advisable to lock away or remove any valuable items when the booths are left unattended.

EI will organise for the materials to be transported from the storage area to the CTICC on Wednesday 20 July. In order for your shipment to be delivered to your stand, please make sure that boxes are clearly marked with the name of the organisation as follows ‘Education International World Congress 2011 + name of organisation’.  Please also number each box/package (i.e. if you have 5 boxes – 1/5, 2/5 and so on).
